131 Despatch Drive: Parcel #139.77-4-1 — Parking Lot

Despatch Properties Business Owner Dante Gullace is seeking an area variance and site plan approval for the
parking lot located at this location. Mr. Gullace plans to lease a portion of the property (approx. 25,000 SQFT)
to a sports facility, which he feels will only require 20-25 parking spots. Dante Gullace stated that he previous
received an approval from the board for a parking lot, that was to be used by a tenant that was utilizing 150,000
SF of the building. Unfortunately, this is tenant was not able to proceed with his plan and therefore he has
decided to lease a smaller portion of the building to different tenant.

At a meeting that was held prior to this meeting, between Ed Parrone, Jim Herko, and Dante Gullace, it was
suggested by Ed Parrone for Dante Gullace to pave 30 spaces, since it is currently gravel, which is outside of
our town code. At that meeting Dante Gullace agreed to pave 30 spots. Now Mr. Gullace is asking to not pave
any of it, and to delay it for | year to give the tenant and himself a break.

Applicant is now asking for 30 spaces to stay as is, and would also like to waive the requirement to pave the
parking lot due to the possibility that the tenant may not stay in the space on a long term basis. The applicant is
asking for an area variance directly related to the parking spaces, as well as site plan approval. Since a variance
was issued previously regarding this matter, they will need an amendment to variance approved in November of
2018. Since final site plan was never signed, an amendment can be issued.

Tom Fromberger presented his response to Ed Parrone's letter dated on March 3, 2020. Ed Parrone stated that
he does not agree with gravel parking lots. Town code requires that the lot be paved, and gravel does not meet
code. Ed Parrone stated that even if the tenant does not stay, the parking lot is still being used by the gymnastics
building, per code he doesn't have enough spaces as the lot stands now.

The board generally thinks that this lot needs to be paved, and also that the owner has had enough time to get
the lot paved. The owner stated he is just asking for a waiver for | year for the parking lot to be paved, and that
he nor the tenant will be able to abstain the financial burden of the lot to be paved.
